***I understand that my booth is to be set up by 9am and cannot be broken down until 2pm.

Membership does not in itself ensure assigned spaces, however, whenever possible spaces will be granted by the Market Manager with consideration given to the good of the market as a whole.  

We strongly recommend that if you sell products which may have an inherent risk, you avail yourself of such coverage.  

If you wish to erect a canopy, it must be safely secured with anchors AND weights for the entire time that it is set in place.  Failure to do so will result in an order from the Market Manager to remove and/or dismantle such covering.  You may continue to operate without such covering at the discretion of the Market Manager, provided such operation does not violate any applicable regulations.
